In the game REEFSCAPE    teams compete in alliances of
three against another alliance to score coral, harvest
algae, and attach to a barge.

The match begins with 15 seconds of autonomous
robot operation, where they score coral and harvest
algae.
For the next 2 minutes and 15 seconds, drivers
control the robots to collect coral from human players
and score it.
Robots must dislodge algae to unlock scoring locations
and can score it in the barge or deliver it to human
players.
Scoring at least two algae in the processor by each
alliance earns Coopertition Points, affecting
tournament rankings.

As time ends, robots return to the surface by hooking on
the barge, and the alliance with the most points wins.
